This Sunday we continue our sermon series for Lent, I AM. Each of the statements Jesus makes about
himself in the Gospel of John invite us to follow Christ more fully because of who he is and not what we
would prefer him to be. Next, we look at Jesus’ promise that he is the “Resurrection and the Life.” The
community of followers around Jesus is overwhelmed with grief; Jesus himself weeps. Even then, in the
midst of tragic loss, God wants us to know that he can bring back to life what is dead. As Jesus journeys
closer to his death, he is closer to offering the full abundant life of the resurrection to us. We must trust in
faith, the love and presence of Christ in our suffering, in order to receive his help, comfort, and strength.

The message this Sunday will focus on John 10:7-9, "I AM the Resurrection and the Life."
